Synopsis
The role of information and influence operations has gained in importance during the conduct of complex counterinsurgency operations.  As the United States increases its efforts in Afghanistan, military practitioners have struggled with integrating, synchronizing and focusing information and communication actions to best support the operational and strategic objectives.  LTC Stock served as the Director of Plans and later Director of the Communication Actions group for the Combined Joint Task Force (CJTF) 82 and Regional Command East in Afghanistan.  He will provide a glimpse into the role information and influence played in the development of the CJTF campaign plan and the hurdles in integrating and implementing coordinated communication actions during the conduct of operations.
