Event Summary: On 8 December 2009 CENSA-London held its fourth roundtable discussion entitled: The Future of European Security: The European Union and NATO. The guest speaker, Admiral Charles Edouard de Coriolis (French Defense Attaché to the United Kingdom and former adviser to President Sarkozy), gave a presentation on the impact the Lisbon Treaty will have on the European Union’s defense capability and how he sees the relationship between NATO and the EU developing in the future. Admiral de Coriolis also highlighted the French position on NATO’s nuclear posture, which has come under some debate recently, especially in Germany, with the new NATO Strategic Concept due to be published next year having a focus in this area. Finally, he touched on the current French role in ISAF and OEF and said that no decision will be made by the Elysee to send more troops to Afghanistan until after the London Conference in January 2010. His 25 minute presentation was followed by 40 minutes of questions and answers.
