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Overview: 

Major General William C Mayville, Jr., Deputy Chief of Staff (Operations), ISAF, will talk frankly about the ISAF mission and modern counterinsurgency in Afghanistan. He will explain how the  43-nation coalition mission fits into the wider political context, and how enduring stability will only occur when all parties to the conflict reach a point where reconciliation and reintegration take root. He will talk about ISAF's strategy, including its key elements of putting the population at the centre, and of partnering. Why the strategy is right, and why there is no shortcut to success. Drawing from his unique experience and position within the ISAF leadership, he will talk about progress: about the importance of Marjeh, including his assessment of the affect on the Taliban. He will underline how progress on the battlefield must be followed by demonstrable advance in governance and development, and describe how this is now being coordinated in what is widely regarded as the defining conflict of our age.

BG Mayville has three campaign awards, the Global War on Terrorism Expeditionary Medal, the Iraqi Campaign Medal, and the Afghanistan Campaign Medal. In addition to his undergraduate degree, BG Mayville holds degrees from the U.S. Naval War College and Georgia Institute of Technology. He and his wife, Shand, have three children.
