In this capacity, he oversaw the coordination and implementation of U.S. counter-terrorism policy. He has also served as a Strategist and Policy Analyst for the Army Chief of Staff at the Pentagon. Mr. Fenzel received his Bachelor of Arts degree in Economics from the Johns Hopkins University in 1989 and holds Masters degrees from Harvard University and the U.S. Nava l War College, both with an emphasis on international security.  Mr. Fenzel was a Term Member with the Council on Foreign Relations and is a former White House Fellow.
